Somerset, an honor & castle, which his mother had purchased from the Mohuns, once Lords of Dunster, Was a M.P. for Somersetshire in the reign of Richard II., & subsequently for Devonshire, Held the Lordship of Carhampton, & c., was Ranger of Blackmore Forest in Dorsetshire, a Privy Councillor to Henry V., & 1 of the Commanders under that Martial Monarch at the reduction  of Harfleur in Normandy in 1415, & at the Memorable Siege of Rouen  m. Catherine Beaumont, of Sherwell�.


Sir Andrews Luttrell, of Chilton, co. Devon, a scion of the family of Luttrell of Irnham m. Lady Elizabeth Courtenay�.

Edmund, the Magnificent, (920-946), King of England, 940-946 m. St. Alfgifu�. 


Edward, the Elder (875-924), King of England, 899-924 m. 919 Eadgifu (-961), daughter of Sigehelm, Earl of Kent�.


Alfred the Great (849-899), King of England, 871-899, 1 of the Greatest Men in History, was Crowned King at Winchester, 871, Founded the British Navy, organized the Militia, Compiled a Code of Laws, Built Schools & Monasteries, & Invited Scholars to Live at His Court, was a Good Scholar & Translated many Books m. 868 Ealhswith [Alswitha] (-c.905), daughter of Earl Aethelred of Mercia & Eadburgh�.

Cutha or Cuthwulf, Father of Ceowald and the younger Cynegils, did not rule�.


Cuthwine, Fought with the Britons & slew 3 Kings … & took from them 3 cities, Gloucester, Cirencester, & Bath in A.D. 577, was Killed in Battle in 584�.


Ceawlin (-593), Undertook the Government of the West Saxons in 560 & Reigned 30 Winters, in 591, there was a great slaughter of Britons at Wanborough, Ceawlin was driven from his Kingdom�.


Cynric, was King of the West Saxons, 534-560, he Fought with the Britons on the spot that is called Sarum, & put them to flight in A.D. 552, Cynric and Ceawlin fought in 556 at Beranbury�.


Cerdic (-534), King of the West Saxons, 519-534, was a Saxon Earldorman who founded a settlement on the coast of Hampshire, England, in 495, assumed the title of King of the West Saxons in 519, & became the ancestor of the English Royal Line�.
