David Newsted (1837-1898) Large Landowner in Greenwood Township, St. Clair Co., MI (Yale), Farmer, Owner of a Cheese Factory m. 1862 Jane E. Vincent (1839-1884)�.


James I. Vincent (-1847), Native of Canada, Farmer & land owner until he came to Port Huron, in 1836, where he established his family at Wadhams, he worked in that place for 3 years & on March 20, 1839, he bought his first eighty acres in section 24, Clyde township, Michigan, was Prominent in the affairs of the community, for many years being a Justice of the Peace & School Inspector, was a Whig & was active in the interests of the party, was also energetic in the work of the Episcopal church, was 1 of the most respected and influential citizens of the county m. Drusilla Austin�.


Addi Vincent (1767-1837) was a Resident of Dutchess County, New York m. Hannah Esmond, after their marriage they settled in Canada, where they remained until their deaths�.


Ambrose L. Vincent (1726-1812) Lived in Hillsdale, Columbia, New York in 1790 m. Dorothy Hunt (1727-1827)�.


Jeremiah Hunt (1695-c.1755/61) of Westchester, New York m. Ruth�.


John Hunt (c.1650-1712) of Stamford, CT m. bef. 1680 Grace Fowler�.


Henry Fowler III (c.1633-1687) of Hambleton, Emigrated from England to America, to Rhode Island, Married at age 21 years old, Purchased Land in Providence in 1654 m. 1655 Rebecca Newell (1637-)�.


Henry Fowler II (c.1560-) of Hambleton 1632 m. 1580 Anne [Annis] Knight�.


Henry Fowler I, of Hambleton�.


Thomas Fowler (c.1530-), of Hambleton in Com’ Rutland m. Sarah Skevington�.


Anthony Fowler (c.1502-)�.


Sir Richard Fowler, Knt., Esq. (c.1460-1528) of Rycote [Ricott] in Com’ Oxford, Knight m. c. 1485 Elizabeth Windsor (c.1465-)�.


Thomas Windsor, Esq. (c.1440/44-1485), of Stanwell, Constable of Windsor Castle, Fought on Richard III’s side at the Battle of Bosworth m. Elizabeth Andrews�.


Miles de Windsor (c.1410-1451) Went on a Pilgrimage to the Holy Land and died on the way, 30 September, 1451 & was buried at Ferrars in Italy, in the monastery of St. Bartholomew there, before the choir door, under a white marble stone m. c.1443 Joan Green, of Bridgenorth�.


Richard de Windsor (c.1395-1428) m. c. 1409 Christian Falconer�.


Brian de Windsor (c.1372-1399) was 15 years old when his father died, possessed of the manor of Bynteworth, in the hamlet of Asheley, & lands called le Bol & Con, the manor of Mulle in Benestede, the manor of Esington, the manor of Bromleye, with 1 messuage, & 40 acres of land, called Little Bynteworth, & lands in Gretham: the manor of Bere juxta Warneford: the manor of Wynhale, and Maleshangre, in Yerdlegh manor; all in the county of Southampton: the manor of Stanwell, with the avocations of the church, & the ward of Windsor Castle: the manor of West Bedefont, parcel of the priory of New Place, the manor of Shepcote, all in the county of Middlesex: the manor of West Hakeburn, parcel of the manor there; the manor of Chilton; the manor of Wokefield; the manor of Colrugge; the manor of West Horsley; the manor of Piperharewe; the manor of Hartmere, held by the prior of New Place; the manor of Bagshutt; the manor of Estbury in Compton, and the manor of Donne in Compton; the manor of Berewe; all in the county of Surrey m. c.1392 Alice Drewe�.


Sir Miles de Windsor, Knt. (c.1354-1387) Knight, Witness at the Scrope & Grosvernor Controversy, from whom the present Earl of Plymouth is descended, only 16 years old at the death of his father, he appeared on that great trial at Chester, on September 30th, before John of Gaunt, King of Castile, & Duke of Lancaster, in relation to the bearing of the coat of arms then in contest between Richard le Scrope, Lord Scrope of Bolton, & Sir Robert Grosvenor, Knight, certifying, that the said Richard, Lord Scrope, had a right to the arms, Azure, a Bend Or, which was confirmed to him, the said Lord Serope, went in the King’s service into Spain, under the command of John, King of Castile & Leon, & Duke of Lancaster, had the King’s letter of protection for 1 year, from March 6th, 1366, when they were granted: and probably he died there m. c.1371 Alice de Wymondham (-1394)�.


Sir James de Windsor (c.1325-1370), of Stanwell, knighted by Kind Edward III, was seated at Stanwell m. 1350 Elizabeth Strechie�.


Richard de Windsor (c.1295-1367), M.P. for Berks & Middlesex m. 2nd Julian Molyns�.


Sir Richard de Windsor (c.1275-1326), who served in several parliaments for Berkshire & Middlesex, was summoned with other great men to attend the king at Berwick-upon-Tweed, well appointed with horse & arms, to march against the Scots, had livery of the manor of Stanwell in Middlesex & West-Hake-burne in Berkshire m. 1st c.1294 Julian Stapleton�.


William de Windsor (c.1230-1279) was seated at Stanwell m. c.1263 Margaret Drokenford�.


William de Windsor (c.1189-c.1275) surnamed the “Great Seal”, was summoned with other land owners by the sheriff of every county, to be at London with horse & arms, from thence to go to Portsmouth, to be transported into Gascoin, to serve against the King of Castile, who had entered on the King’s lands & committed hostilities, was certified to hold 20 pounds in lands, & more, in the county of Middlesex & also 20 pounds in lands in Berkshire, & certified to hold the manor of Stanwell in the county of Middlesex, & received honor of Knighthood m. c. 1229 Agnes�.


William de Windsor (c.1158-), Male Heir, bore for his arms, Crusuly a Saltire, which his posterity still use, was 1 of the Witnesses to the foundation charter of Richard King of the Romans, of the abbey of Burnham, in the county of Buckingham, dated at Cippeham, April 18th, 1997, held 9 knights fees, & an 1/8 part m. c.1188 Edith Plantagenet�.


William de Windsor (c.1132-c.1196), a Powerful Baron in the Reign of King Henry II, which monarch he attended in his expedition into Normandy, when he raised the siege of Vernuel & also vanquished the French in several skirmishes, Held 16 knights fees and ½, Knight, lord of the barony of Windsor & Stanwell, bore for his arms Gules a Saltire Argent & was either slain or died in the said expedition m. the King’s daughter�.


William Fitz-Walter (son of Walter) who assumed the surname of Windsor from his office, Warden of the forests in Berkshire, Constable (Castellan) of Windsor Castle, King Henry I granted to him the lordship & manor of Molesford, in Berkshire, & Baron of Great Possessions, Progenitor of the Carews family of England & Ireland�.


Walter Fitz-Other (son of Other), Warden of all the forests in Berkshire, & Castellan of Windsor in the reign of William the Conqueror, Founder of the House of Windsor, Progenitor of the Windsor family, Large Holdings in Bucks, Berks., Hants, Middx., and Surrey�.
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
